LESSON PLAN OUTLINE
I. Preparation
· Unit name: Information Technologies
· Lesson title: Ethical Values
· Lesson author: Ceren Düzdiker
· Grade level: 6th grade
· Duration: 20 mins
· Instructional goal: BT.6.2.1.3. Explain the concept of cyberbullying and discuss the measures that can be taken for protection.
· Learning Objectives
At the end of the lesson student can;

-Explain the concept of cyberbullying.
-Explain the effect of cyberbullying on people.
-Distinguishes the measures to be taken against cyberbullying.
· Previous activity: BT.6.2.1.2. Gives examples of situations that can be encountered as a result of violation of ethical principles.
· Next activity: BT.6.2.1.4. Investigates the concept and importance of copyright.

· Learner Characteristics
Physical Development

· Vast appetite for food, physical activity, and talking

· Growth spurt of early adolescence for some girls, may feel awkward and clumsy

· Girls ahead of guys in physical maturity; boys’ big growth spurt may not start until 14; Boys worry if they are ever going to grow

· Wide differences among individuals in rate of development

· Curious about opposite sex; girls usually interested first

· Tiredness; need for more sleep

· Often uncomfortable with questions and observations about how much they have grown and physical changes

· Increased need for personal hygiene

Social and Emotional Development

· Less overt affection and attention shown to parents, with occasional rudeness; tests limits

· Impulsive, unaware

· Focus on self, alternating between high expectations and poor self-concept

· Have tendency to return to childish behavior, particularly when stressed

· Experience extremes of emotions

· Inclusive/exclusion; height of cliques, seek to belong, discovery of telephone

· Experimenting with behavior, roles, appearance, self-image

· Difficulty with decisions but need to be able to make some choices for themselves

· Demand privileges, but may avoid responsibilities

· Feel unique; believe that no one else has ever felt the way they do; suffered so much, or been so misunderstood

Intellectual Development

· Mostly interested in present, limited thoughts of the future

· Intellectual interests expand

· Increased ability to de-center and see world from various perspectives

· Development of ideals and selection of role models

· May experiment with dangerous risk-taking behaviors

· Even if students can make abstractions, they learn best when activities are active, hands-on, and related to personal experiences

· Concerned with rules, standards of behavior and fairness, especially for themselves

· Do not distinguish between what they are thinking and what others may be thinking;  assume that every other person is as concerned with their behavior and appearance as they are better at planning than carrying out the plan

II. Introduction

· Motivating students
Starting the lesson with high motivation will help students listen to the lesson more effectively. So, at the beginning of the lesson,I use True or False strategy. I start with an activity that will help me handle the issue better. For this activity, I have cards prepared according to the number of students and I distribute these cards to the students. These cards contain examples of events that they may encounter in daily life, and I tell them to think whether these examples are true or false. Then I collect the cards and read them aloud so that the students share their knowledge and start the class actively.
· Informing students of the objectives
After the motivation activity, I open the presentation I prepared for the lesson and say: “Evet arkadaşlar bugün ki dersimizde Siber zorbalık nedir? Ve Siber zorbalıktan nasıl korunabiliriz? Konularını konuşacağız.”
· Helping students recall prerequisites

Since the students have not seen a lesson about cyberbullying before, if there is an event they encounter in daily life, I will ask them to explain it.
III. Information Sharing and Application
· Presenting information 
For the lecture I will use guided note taking strategy. I will give the students a blank note taking to listen to the lesson actively before proceeding to the subject. During the lesson, I will tell them to listen me and fill it. Then, I will continue to explain the subject with the flow of the power point slide. Respectively;

What is cyberbullying?

In Which Ways Cyber ​​Bullying Comes?

Emotional and Behavioral Consequences of Cyberbullying

What Can I Do to Prevent Cyberbullying?

I will explain these topics.
At the end of the lecture, I will ask students to compare their note-taking papers with their friends.
· Providing practice and feedback
After the lecture, I will test what the students learn with the smartboard activity. I will provide this transition as follows; " Evet arkadaşlar şimdi küçük bir akıllı tahta aktivitesi yapacağız." In the smart board activity, there will be drag and drop activities against cyber bullying and measures that can be taken against them. I will give direct feedback if students do wrong. If they are correct, I will give positive feedback in the form of "tebrikler".

IV. Closure

· Summarizing the lesson
To end the lesson, I will use student recap strategy. I will help my students to summarize the lesson by asking questions like this;

-Bugün neler öğrendik?

-Siber zorbalığın insanlar üzerindeki etkileri nedir?

-Siber zorbalığa karşı alınabilecek 1 önlem söyleyelim.
